Notes and Criteria for Donations

The Bilton Community Fund is the Charitable Trust funded from the profits made by Bilton Gala.  The funds are available in the form of grants and awards to groups, organisations and individuals in the Bilton area of Harrogate.

The broad objectives of the Charitable Trust are:-

· To relieve financial hardship and poverty amongst people resident or temporarily resident in Bilton

· To preserve and protect the health of the people resident or temporarily resident in Bilton

· To advance the education of the public of Bilton

· To further or benefit the residents of Bilton without discrimination in the interests of social welfare for recreation leisure time occupation with the objective of improving the conditions of life for the residents


In relation to any grants awarded, organisations shall:-

· Be Registered Charities, Not for Profit Organisations or Organisations with Charitable Objectives.  In the case of individuals, any awards made must be to enable a better quality of life or to fund a specific need or project.  Donations will not be made to commercial organisations.
· Be based in, or have links to the local area and meet the needs of the local community

· Demonstrate that they have maintained up to date financial records and/or are financially sound

· Show that their projects/efforts meet a local need

Exclusions

We will not provide funding for any of the following: -

· Political or  Campaigning Organisations

· Advancement of religion or religious groups unless they offer a non-religious service to the community

· Advertising

· Year-end deficits

· Animal charities

· Capital Projects

· Any item which is the responsibility of a statutory body
When determining applications, the Committee has decided:-

1. Payments will be made by cheque to the organisation and not individuals

2. As well as straight “gift” donations, interest-free loans could be considered if the requesting organisation needs short term assistance

3. The beneficiaries are requested to recognise the funding received from the Community Fund in any publicity or advertising.  However, the Committee reserve the right to review drafts of any press release.

4. Priority will be given to applicants who have not previously received grants

5. Applications from National Organisations will be rejected unless it can be clearly demonstrated that the grant would be used for the benefit of groups or individuals in the Bilton area.

6. Only applications made on the official form will be considered

Completion of the application form
The application form is designed to obtain, in as clear a way as possible, full relevant details about your organisation, the project or activity for which a grant is being sought and other sources of funding which support the scheme.

In addition to the application form, you are asked to supply further documents and information. It may be that your annual accounts and report contains most of this information. If this is the case please identify, on the form, the appropriate pages.

Applicants are advised to provide as much relevant information as possible with the application form. 
How we will deal with your application
On receipt of your application form the Secretary will review it and may wish to ask further questions before submitting it to the Committee for consideration.  All eligible applications will be put before the Committee. 

The Committee meets every three months and considers all grant applications.   The Secretary will be pleased to inform organisations about the dates of meetings when their application is to be considered.  Organisations are advised to put in their applications well in advance of meeting dates. 

In the case of major awards it may be that, on occasions, a small group of Trustees are asked to discuss the scheme with your organisation and its advisors. It may also involve a site visit.

The Committee accept no liability for any commitment by an applicant to expenditure for which a grant is requested until the applicant has been informed in writing that the Committee have approved a grant.
